Print Farm is not liable for lost or damaged work or checks made in payment that do not clear.
Proceeds will be administered after the completion of the sale, after 20% has been deducted from the
total. In the event of a print selling, the artist will receive an email notification after the 3 day sale is over
and can come collect their profit from Print Farm officers. If using Print Farm’s packaging for work and it
does not sell, the packaging must be returned. However, you are welcome to leave your work with us
for future sales, and we will contact you via the information you provide below. If work is not collected
before the artist’s graduation from UW-Whitewater, it becomes property of Print Farm.
