New Minor Program: Japanese Studies

Catalog description of the program
The 21-credit Japanese Studies Minor is for students who acquire knowledge of the Japanese language and culture. Students acquire third-year proficiency in Japanese language and a basic familiarity with Japan’s culture then participate in a capstone that integrates writing skills and culture knowledge. Required for entry: Japanese 101 and 102 or equivalent.
Student Learning Objectives of the program (what a student should know/be able to do upon completing 

1. Students will master the Japanese language to become proficient at the third year level in all skill areas of foreign language acquisition.

2. Students will acquire a basic familiarity with Japanese culture, history and/or society.

3. Students demonstrate their language and cultural knowledge by writing a paper in Japanese on a topic in Japanese culture.

An assessment plan for the program 
The assessment plan is integrated with the Japanese Studies Major assessment plan,
Resources needed to support the program (staffing, equipment, library materials, etc.)

Basically the continuation of an existing program with a different name, no new resources required.

Student need/demand for the program:

About one year ago the Asian Studies minor program had about 33 minors, of these about 23 were in the Japanese Studies track and 10 in the General track.  Since the creation of the Japanese Studies major in January 2012, 10 of the 23 students transferred to a major (several Independently Designed Majors also transferred to the new Japanese Studies major so it now has 13 students).  As of this semester, there are 23 Asian Studies minors, with 13 in the Japanese Studies track.  The new minor will serve these students, and provide a visible program for future student demand.
Relation of the program to other programs on campus, in the UW System, and in the region

The Japanese Studies Minor is the Japanese Studies track taken from the Asian Studies Minor and created as a standalone program.  It was created as a track 12 years ago when enrollment in the Asian Studies Minor program had dropped to 2 students and the program faced elimination.  The track was developed to address student demand for developing an expertise in Japanese language. The track has proven to be highly successful in building the size of the two-track Asian Studies Minor program, General and Japanese Studies.  The track has outgrown Asian Studies Minor program, and the two track structure of the Minor has created some confusion among students and difficulties in Advising Reports.   

With the new Japanese Studies Major, the Japanese Studies track would better serve students as a stand-alone Minor aligned with the new Major.  The general track in Asian Studies Minor will become the entire program, although there is interest in creating a Chinese Studies Minor in the future.
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
