3. Rationale:

This changes the name of the Criminal Justice Minor to the Criminology Minor, and it realigns the requirements to more closely match those of the new Criminology Major.  There is a change to the Criminology Minor requirements to better align them with the new Criminology Major.  All students in the Minor will now take most of the same key courses required in the Criminology Major to build a common knowledge foundation.  Also the Criminology Minor will more closely parallel the Sociology Minor by requiring courses that develop the student’s quantitative and analytic reasoning skills. 
4. Cost Implications:

The addition of the SOCIOLOGY 295, SOCIOLOGY 476 or 475, SOCIOLOGY 374, and SOCIOLOGY 378 courses will not add costs since they are already required courses in the Criminology Major and a combination of newly hired staff and realignment of courses for the major will accommodate students in the Minor.  Coordinator for Major and Minor may require 1 credit release time for student advising, career counseling, external constituency relations, and curriculum oversight.
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
