JUSTICE - diversity
Introduction to Peace and Social Justice-diversity, examines political, economic, social conflicts, and environmental crises primarily in the United States, while envisioning non-violent strategies for just solutions for diverse cultural groups and individuals.  Domestic contexts and American minorities are central, but international roots of nonviolence will also be studied. 
Prereq: Completion of GENED 120, 130 or 140
II. Justification for action

The new diversity version of PAX 200, Introduction to Peace and Social Justice, will encourage dialogue as well as fostering analyses of a different set of case studies focusing on racial-ethnic injustices primarily in the United States. The course will include active engagement with issues linking MLK’s “triplets of militarism, materialism and racism” as well as examining historical and contemporary strategies for creating non-violent alternatives to conflict.  In this time of national and global turmoil, students have expressed considerable interest in furthering understanding of social, political and environmental conflicts and injustice through increasing membership in groups at UW-W, such as PEACE and SAGE. In addition, UW-Whitewater will benefit from further course offerings that substantially challenge students to become aware of ongoing racial-ethnic stereotypes and violence, while suggesting ways to transform such conflicts. PAX 200-diversity, responds to this need on campus. 

The widely used definition is that peace is not simply the absence of war, but must include the presence of conditions for human flourishing—access to basic resources, education, and human rights.  Readings and research will explore conditions leading to and impacts following Hurricane Katrina and the BP Deep Horizon disaster, indigenous struggles over minerals extraction and pollution, health effects in communities of color along “Chemical Alley” in Louisiana, among other cases. As a hybrid course, webquests, online discussions, videos and a field trip will augment in-class lectures and circle dialogues.

This course in Peace and Social Justice meets several goals of UW-Whitewater’s General Education mission.  Especially relevant are course aspects that (1) relate micro to macro level analyses, showing how personal experience shapes, and is shaped by, social forces, (2) demonstrate how community and family influences affect identity, values, ethics and worldviews, and (3) inspire a broader appreciation of multiple cultural traditions.  Analyzing social systems and synthesizing complex ideas to better understand patterns of existing cultures and societies is a primary goal (#1).  Learning about disenfranchised members of American and global societies with various cultural worldviews will allow students to make more clearly informed value judgments related to ethics, roles, social constraints and choices in contemporary life (#2).  Students will be able to better understand the interconnected and historical nature of sensitive social cleavages such as race, gender and social class by analyzing peoples’ experiences from a variety of perspectives; they will also come to grasp how systems of dominance may be resisted and transcended by individuals and groups (#3).  Written assignments, as well as class discussion of case studies, social scientific observations and data analysis will demand that students communicate their understanding and interpretation of the subject matter in a clear and consistent manner (#5).  

Budgetary impact:


This course would be taught as part of load depending on rotation among committee members.  C. Holly Denning will teach the pilot in the first summer session of 2011, as mandated by the grant from the UW System Institute on Race and Ethnicity. Models of team-teaching are also under consideration through consultation with Department Chairs.

Learning Objectives 


1. Mastery of Observation and Skilled Reading - The student will practice reading well. This includes identifying symbols, structure, tone, irony, theme, and major ideas within texts that are both explicit and implicit and that connect with the world outside the text.    
 
2. Critical and Creative Thinking  - Students will consider complexities of establishing peace and justice  by raising questions that bring clarity and focus to problem cases. 
 
3. Social Consciousness and Self-Reflection - Students will use historical and theoretical texts in order to organize and articulate their own thoughts about peace and justice. 

 

4. Knowledge and Respect of Differences - Students will better recognize their personal preconceptions and ideas while at the same time become more familiar with others. 
 

5. Articulates Communication - By the final exam students will be able to articulate a synthesis of ideas that relate to peace and justice in a global society.
