Print (and Electronic Copy) Formatting Requirements


White 8½X 11 inch paper (use special paper available in Biology office)


Single-sided printing


Abstract: Single-spaced, justified


Body Text: Double spaced, 12-point Times font, aligned left.

Left margin 1.5 in. to facilitate binding (all other margins 1 in.)

Page numbers: upper right side of header (begin numbering with INTRODUCTION)

Literature Cited/Citation Formats 


Use (Name, year) method for in-text references (e.g. Cell format shown below—good

 
‘skin-out’ journals use a similar format) 


Literature Cited section is arranged alphabetically by first author. For example:

“The retinoblastoma protein (pRB)-related proteins p107 and p130 perform crucial and redundant functions in endochondral bone development (Cobrinik et al., 1996).  pRb is needed for normal erythropoiesis, neurogenesis, and lens and muscle development (Jacks et al., 1992).  pRb potentiates MyoD-dependent transcription ………”
