Course Evaluations
The DEAC is required to evaluate online courses that are rated in the bottom 25% of the Online MBA and Online BBA Programs.  Other courses are also periodically evaluated. Eight courses were evaluated.  One course was evaluated last year and the agreed upon changes were not completed.  A recommendation letter were sent to Interim Dean Smith recommending the faculty member not be allowed to teach online until the agreed upon criteria were completed.  
Another faculty member failed to submit a new online BBA course to Quality Matters for review.  A recommendation letter were sent to Interim Dean Smith recommending the faculty member not be allowed to teach online until the agreed upon criteria were completed.
BBA Student Evaluations
Online BBA courses appear to consistently receive lower evaluation scores than Online MBA courses. The committee suggested part of the reason for this discrepancy may be that undergraduate students are not ready for more independent learning type classes as graduate students.  Dr. Bronson agreed to do some analysis on the management department online and traditional undergraduate and graduate classes to try and identify any outlying factors.  
Quality Matters
QM has increased its pricing to $900, but has decreased the annual fee by $1500.  The campus is beginning to use QM for online classes.  The DEAC committee members agreed we should continue to require QM assessment for all online course grants.
Large Online Class Discussion
The committee found no correlation between large classes and quality.  The instructor seems to be the most important factor concerning class quality.  
Podcast Classes
Renee Pfeifer-Luckett completed a podcast class this summer using IMac Podcast Producer.  The class was a success.  We will continue testing Podcast Producer to see if the system should be adopted for Hyland Hall.
Laptop Class
Denise Schulz is conducting the first laptop class at UW-Whitewater in fall, 2008.  The class is Business Communications.  The number of students has been limited to 25.

CoBE Template
A CoBE Template for online course development has been created.  All faculty can view the template course in D2L in the OTHER category.
