The meeting was called to order at 3:32 p.m.
1.  Aaron Schuett discussed the escalating difficulty in producing multi-media material for online, hybrid, and traditional classes.  A graphic illustrating the increase in online and hybrid courses is attached.
The committee recommended the following actions:
The due date should be moved from  four weeks to six weeks prior to the first day of class.
Aaron, Bob, and possibly Jane (from the bookstore) should make a presentation at the Spring College meeting concerning the importance of completing multi-media materials early.
Faculty should continue to receive email reminders of the multi-media due dates.
2.   An informal discussion of hybrid classes ensued.  Interim Dean Smith confirmed that department’s need to carefully consider student needs and preferences when offering a hybrid course without concurrently offering a traditional course in a given semester.
3.  The committee requested that a statement indicating the ability to read Office 2007 documents be included in the letter from Dr. Zahn and Jan Olson to the online students.  Bob Schramm will create the statement and include it in the introductory letter attachment.
4.  The Fall/Winterim online course evaluations were reviewed.  The committee unanimously voted that two course recommendations be forwarded to Interim Dean Smith.
5.  The current review process was discussed and the committee determined the process is fair and       consistent. The review process will continue in its present format.
Review Process
The Committee reviews online material and guidelines each semester
The Committee may forward recommendations to the Dean
The Dean may accept the recommendations 
If the recommendation is accepted, the appropriate person or persons will be contacted by the Dean.
Any person may appeal through the Dean and/or the DEAC.
As reference, the charter for the DEAC was defined in the September 21, 2004 meeting minutes:
 The Distance Education Committees role was discussed.  The results of the discussion included:
a. The name of the Distance Education Committee will be changed to the Distance Education Advisory Committee. 
b. The Committee is an advisory committee to the Dean of the College of Business & Economics.  The Committee will include five faculty members and the Executive Director of the Online MBA Program.  The Dean will appoint faculty for two year terms.  Faculty may be reappointed.  
c. The Dean may take recommendations from the Committee on all issues, including the incentive document.

6.  The next meeting should include an agenda item concerning undergraduate online course revision incentives.  Committee members are available on Tuesday and Thursday afternoons this semester for future meetings.
