A) Technology Update: College Website, Flash Media Loader and World of the Arts, Facebook, Smartboards, the "Collaboratory" in Andersen Lab, recent thefts and Electronic Portfolios.
B)  ComDis, iChat, and Podcasting.
The minutes from the 11/3/05 meeting were deemed accurate.

A) Technology Update:  Stan announced that a member of iCIT would be a the next meeting to present an overview of the UWW web Content Management System (CMS).  He then distributed a handout describing the Flash Media Loader developed by Gary Bohm from the Learning Technology Center (LTC).  This application enables text, audio, and visual media to be accessed through a web browser.  There was some discussion of the World of the Arts course developed by Chris Henige.  One question, left unanswered, was who controlled the copyright to this kind of work.  Stan will ask the LTC’s staff and will present their comments at the next meeting.

Katy demonstrated Facebook, using her account.  There was discussion about the speed of growth of ‘social computing’ tools like wikepedia and facebook and their possibilities for collaboration and communication.

Simone and Ann spoke about Chalk and Wire data collection, and the College data needs.  There was group discussion about what we are collecting and why.  The need for digital review, shared viewing, and portability was emphasized. 

B)  ComDis, iChat, and Podcasting:  Patricia spoke about how Communicative Disorders is using iChat (audio & visual teleconferencing software) to communicate and supervise with their students at public schools. She mentioned that Scott Bradley is recording his lectures for podcasting.
