The ad-hoc group met on July 13th 2005, from 10:30am until noon.

Present: Scott Bradley, Patricia Casey, Bill Chandler, Katy Heyning, Stan Smoniewski, Anne Zarinnia

Our agenda was:

A) Whether the College needed a Technology Committee and what form it might take;

B) A laptop initiative and possible Grant; and 

C) An update on wireless and COE recommended computer purchases.

A) At this time, it was decided to draft a mission statement and petition to become an advisory committee to the Dean.  Katy informed the Dean of our gathering and he is supportive of this development.

Discussion regarding possible Committee work and organization included:

-Junior Faculty should participate, and be recognized if they do.

-We should help facilitate department technology developments.

-The need for a faculty survey and/or CEEAS discussion about technology in the College.

-We should impact teaching and learning, and have stated principles.

-COE technology priorities need to become a greater part of university technology considerations.  A COE committee could articulate our vision.

-ISTE’s Essential Conditions for Implementing National Educational Technology Standards for Teachers were mentioned as benchmarks. 

-We should have posted meeting times and a web page.  The possibility of a student representative was discussed.

-Stan will draft a mission statement for discussion at the next meeting.

B) Katy distributed information about grants.  Many focused on partnerships, especially with school districts.  Anne will review and return to Katy.

C)   Stan informed the group that 95% of Winther classrooms will have wireless access when school starts in Fall.  He also mentioned that T&IR has a website for purchasing computers that they direct parents to.  It states that students in COE may use Windows or Macintosh systems, and lists minimum computer specifications.

Group agreed to meet again after the College retreat (1pm, 8/26/05) and adjourned.
