Experience Scotland (WIS)

• Live in Dalkeith House

• Enrolled as a UW  
student (credits transfer 
back!)

• $7,495/semester 

• Class schedule designed 
to allow for maximum 
travel opportunities 
(Monday-Thursday)

Other Programs

• Arranged housing not 
included

• Directly enroll in 
overseas university

• $10,000-
$18,000/semester

• Class schedules run 
Monday-Friday; can limit 
travel



Opportunities for Cultural Immersion
• Programming (House trips to local/regional places of interest, 

plays, etc.)

• Classes taught by American and Scottish faculty

• Host family program

• Internship program

• Volunteer opportunities

• Make your own opportunity…the possibilities are limitless
