Students take either EDFOUND 222: Child Development (“A developmental study of the child from conception to the onset of puberty, including physical, psychosocial and cognitive growth”) or EDFOUND 212: Educational Psychology (“Among the areas considered are the psychology of teaching, learning theories, memory, development, intelligence, creativity, individual differences, motivation, and classroom management”). Additionally, in one of the lessons of EDFNDPRC 243: Foundations of Education in a Pluralistic Society, students investigate the ways in which development is in part culturally and socially constructed and therefore consideration of development needs to attend to different ways that cultures think about development and learning.

These topics come up in a number of the philosophical readings in Intro to Ed (210).  They appear in various online discussions, also among paper topics for the philosophical paper and reflection on field work paper.

Exams

Students take two take-home  essay exams (one midterm, one final) in which they explain and discuss course readings, which cover topics including African-American students and teachers, the effects of social class on schooling, Latino students, gender and education, educational coverage of gays and lesbians, Hmong students, the and the education of Native Americans.

Papers

Students write one research paper addressing a topic of their choice in pluralism and education but related to one of the course readings

Projects

In groups of 3-4, students are writing wiki pages explaining a variety of topics: privilege, race, ethnicity, education and Muslim Americans, poverty, and language and education.  Students are to explore what these ideas mean, how they appear in the education literature, and how they relate to texts we are reading in this course.
