3) All requirements for the major and minor (if required)

Planning Guide begins with the most common placement for this major. 
** Bachelor of Arts students must demonstrate that they have achieved basic competency in a foreign language equivalent to one year of study at the 
college level. Students must also complete two 300/400 level courses outside of the major and minor subjects.
