Reasons for Action (include whether the action was recommended by any review body, if appropriate):  

The Department of Sociology and Anthropology receives calls every week from parents and/or

students who are confused as to what the Sociology/Criminal Justice Emphasis is.  They want to know if our bachelor’s degree is in Sociology or in Criminal Justice or if Sociology/Criminal Justice counts as a “normal” Criminal Justice Degree.  Some students and parents ask if we have a “Criminal Justice degree.”  They often assume we only have a Criminal Justice minor because we do not have a program called “Criminal Justice Major.”  We explain to callers that our Sociology/Criminal Justice Emphasis is a Sociology major with an emphasis in Criminal Justice and that our curriculum is equivalent to a Criminal Justice major at another university.

The department understands that it does not have approval to offer a program called a Criminal Justice Major.  We believe, however, that adding Criminal Justice to our department name will improve the situation to some extent.  At least it would be clear that Criminal Justice is prominent in our program.
