Course justification:
  Aural Rehabilitation is currently offered at the 700 level (comdis 724), which restricts the ability of  undergraduates to register for the course.  The entrly level degree for a speech-language pathologist is a masters, and most universities require this course to be completed at the undergrad level. 

Relationship to program assessment objectives:
Content found in the Aural Rehabilitation course is required by the Counil of Academic Accreditation of the American Speech-Language-Hearing Associatiation.  Rehabilitation of hearing loss is an important responsibility of a speech-language pathologist.

None.  It is our intent to eventually eliminate the current Aural Rehabilitation course (COMDIS 724) and replace it with the proposed course.

III.
Course Format

The initial part of the course will be primarily instructor led lecture & discussion.  The last three weeks of class will be led by students enrolled in COMDIS 648.  
IV.  Learning Experiences

A.  Hearing Aid. Assistive Listening Device Monitoring, & Trouble-Shooting.  Students will be expected to monitor & trouble shoot hearing aids & other assistive devices individuals with hearing loss.  This will be ungraded, but students will be penalized by 2% of the final grade for every week the project is not completed.

B.  Treatment (Meets CAA standard IV-G 2. a.-g.)

Students will be given a case history & test results of an individual.  

1.  Based on the evaluation results develop a diagnosis & make appropriate recommendations.

2.  Develop a long-range treatment plan (initial report) for this individual.

3.  Develop a specific lesson plan & implement it.  (I will be the patient)

4.  After treating me, you will be given additional case study information & you will need to submit a revised treatment plan.

5.  I will again feed you some more information concerning treatment performance.  You will then need to write a final report including conclusions, recommendations, & appropriate referrals (if needed).  You will need to go over the report with me & provide counseling as appropriate.

C.  Graduate Student presentations:
Graduate students will be divided into several groups & each group will be responsible for presenting current topics in aural rehabilitation.  The topics that students will be assigned to include the following…

Legal rights of the Deaf & hard of hearing (HOH)

Becoming a more effective communicator for adults who are deaf <postlingual> & HOH

Auditory Processing Assessment & Treatment in Children & Adults
