Recall: Take two minutes to recall in rank order the most important ideas from a module.

Summarize: Take two minutes to summarize those points in a single sentence in order to "chunk" the information.

Question: Write one major question that you want answered.

Connect: Identify a thread or theme to connect this material to the course's major goal. 
Comment: Write any comment about the class.
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
