Winterim Hybrid Course Redesign Workshop

When you redesign your course for hybrid teaching, you will naturally need to decide how you are to assess your students’ work.  Since your students will be working online as well as face-to-face, you will have to think about methods of assessment that may be different from the more traditional face-to-face assessment methods (and with which you may be most familiar and comfortable).

Please remember that hybrid courses lend themselves to assessments that are frequent, low-stakes, relatively brief, and tightly focused on a specific learning objective. Typically, hybrid course assessments also depend on the instructor’s ability to provide rapid feedback. 

It’s not as important to have a detailed plan at this point. It’s much more important that as you continue to think about how you will assess your students’ work, you focus on devising and using learning activities which will produce good evidence that your students are (or are not) meeting your course objectives.
Here are some basic design principles for your reference:
1. What are your learning objectives?  What do you want my students to know or be able to do by the end of the semester that they couldn’t do at its outset?

2. How can your students demonstrate to you that they have achieved the course objectives? What sort of data do you require as evidence of their understanding and proficiency? 
3. What percentage of the course grade do you intend to allocate to each learning activity? In this context, please remember that both the literature and the experience of online assessment suggest that you obtain the best data when you use more frequent, lower-stakes assessments, and when you break up major assignments into smaller portions and give short, clear, rapid feedback to your students.
