Winterim Hybrid Course Redesign Workshop

The hybrid format of teaching and learning is not only new for you, but also likely to be new for your students. Since you know that your students will typically turn to you for help, support, and clarification, you have a strong incentive to write a syllabus that gives them as much useful information as possible. 
Please make a list of tips that you think you will need to include in your hybrid syllabus, taking into account the course redesign plan that you have devised so far. You don’t need to have all the answers right now; it’s enough to use a short phrase or a couple of sentences to serve as aide-mémoires when you write the actual syllabus.

Here are some questions that you may wish to consider to help you get started:
· Why is this course being taught as a hybrid?
· What expectations do you have of your students’ work in this course? For instance, how often will they need to login to your course site? How many hours should they set aside to work online?
· Are there suggestions you can make to help your students manage their time and stay organized?

· Will your students need special instructions for posting to online discussion forums or working in small groups?

· How should your students get in touch with you?
· How will students get their readings, PowerPoints, and other digital course content? Will they need special software or plug-ins?
· What kinds of orientation or practice activities will help your students navigate and use your D2L site?

· Where can your students get help sheets or live technical support?
· What tips can you give your students in order to be an excellent hybrid learner leading to his or her success in the course?
