Winterim Hybrid Course Redesign Workshop

In order to continue to redesign your course after the formal completion of this program, we would like you to develop a task list of specific redesign needs. To do this, you will use the hybrid course redesign checklist and your current syllabus.
Please start with the notes to the ten course redesign questions, and make sure that you also use the assessment plan that you developed.  Now move through the hybrid course redesign checklist and place a check mark next to the areas or specific items that are absent from your current course design as it is reflected in your traditional face-to-face syllabus, responses to our ten course redesign questions, and overall assessment plan.  

Once you have finished checking off these items, please reflect on the areas or specific items you have identified. Obviously, your course is not “required” to have each and every item included – whether a given item needs to be included depends on your course learning goals and objectives. 

Complete your redesign plan, therefore, by (1) deciding which items you must develop, which items you might develop, and which items you will not develop; then (2) prioritize the items in the “must” and “might” categories, to lay out the order in which you intend to work on them. 
Please note: one thing to keep in mind is that you don’t have to do everything at once! Hybrid teaching involves pedagogical experimentation and discovery – which things work, which don’t, which new things might be good to try. Most faculty take several semesters to develop their hybrid course design to their satisfaction.
