TEAM CAPTAIN’S MEETING

Attendance at the Captain’s Meeting is mandatory!  If a team fails to attend the meeting, they are subject to being dropped from the league and replaced by teams on the waiting list.  The Office of Recreation Sports and Facilities will not hold spots.

GENERAL PROCEDURES

Please use the Captain’s Handbook as a resource throughout the year.  If you are team captain, please inform your players of all of the guidelines in the handbook BEFORE your first contest.
LEAGUE STRUCTURE
1. Each team or individual must call his/her opponent to schedule matches.  All matches must be completed by the date on the brackets.  Failure to do so will result in a double forfeit.  If one opponent fails to honor the scheduled match, then that person will forfeit, and his/her opponent will advance in the bracket.
2. If each player does not have tennis equipment, you must check out equipment from the Equipment Room with an ID.
3. If the Intramural Sports Office gets a message (via phone or written) that states that a player will be unable to attend the scheduled match, it then will be temporarily postponed until those two players contact each other to complete the match.  The Coordinator of Intramural Sports has the final say on the legitimacy of the reason the match is to be postponed.
4. Rescheduled games must be played before the advanced players next scheduled game on the bracket.
5. If an Intramural Supervisor is not present to record and observe the tournament, following the match the winning player/team is to leave a detailed message (including names of players, total scores of each set, and overall winner) to the Office of Recreation Sports and Facilities by phone (472.1145), or by note (100 Williams Center).  The winning player will advance.  
6. Updated brackets will be available on the Intramural Sports Bulletin Board.
7. The winner of the tournament will be given an Intramural Sports Championship T-shirt.
8. The rules are as follows:  Matches consist of 2 out of 3 sets, 7-point tiebreaker.  Standard tennis rules are used with scoring being (Love – 15 – 30 – 40 – game).  If the score is tied 40 to 40, deuce is called and the first player or team to gain an advantage of 2 points wins the game.  The first player or team to win 6 games (by the margin of 2 games) is the winner of each set.  Players change sides of the court at the end of every uneven numbered game.  Players may choose to play a Super-Tiebreaker in the third set, but both players must agree.
9. If raining, courts may be set up in the Fieldhouse by calling the Equipment Room at 472.1384.
