Undergraduate Students


Undergraduate students planning to graduate in December 2004, must complete an Application for Diploma Card and submit to the Graduation Examiner in the Registrar's Office. Although 	departments and colleges differ on how the graduation clearance will be processed, all preliminary clearances must be received by the Graduation Examiner the term prior to graduation, or the student's name may not appear in the December commencement program.
