| SYNOPSIS

' After an introduction to the characters in a song called “Oh, the Thinks you can Think,” the

 action begins with Horton the elephant splashing in a pool in the Jungle of Nool. He hears
a cry for help that no one else can hear coming from a dust speck. The animals in the jungle
' don’t believe him and make fun of him.

 The dust speck turns out to be the planet of Who, the tiniest planet in the sky. The popula-
' tions of Who introduces themselves in the song “Here on Who.” A little Who boy, JoJo,
 is scolded by his parents for thinking outlandish thoughts. JoJo and Horton sing the song
 “Alone in the Universe” about how nobody understands them.

 Back in the jungle, Gertrude McFuzz, a bird, is sad because she has a tail with only one feather
' and Horton never notices her. She talks to the very showy bird, Mayzie who suggests she visit
' the doctor for some feather growing pills. Gertrude overdoes it and gets a huge tail as a result.

'The animals are still torturing Horton about the dust speck he has placed on a clover. They
' get the evil eagle, Vlad Vladikoft to steal the clover and drop it into an entire field of clovers.
| Horton begins searching the field for the Whos on the dust speck. As he searches, Gertrude

 arrives and tries to get him to notice her new tail but he is so busy that she gives up and leaves.

| While Horton searches, Mayzie the bird calls to him from her nest. She complains that she is
 bored sitting on her egg and she asks if Horton could sit on it for her while she takes a break.

' Horton agrees and ends up sitting on the egg for months until some hunters find him and

| take him and the tree to New York where they sell him to a circus. Horton is very sad until

| Gertrude finds him. She tells him the story of her tail which is now back to one feather. But
her best news is that she found his clover and saved the planet of Who.

' ‘Their troubles are not over however because the jungle animals put Horton on trial for talk-
ing to a dust speck and sitting on an egg. They plan on boiling the speck so Horton urges the

| Whos to shout as loud as they can so they can be heard. Little JoJo gives a great yell and the

' jungle animals finally hear him. They all vow to protect the planet of Who along with Horton.
 Finally, Horton’s egg hatches and out comes an elephant bird. Horton and Gertrude decide

| to take care of it together and combine their strengths: Horton’s on land and Gertrude’s in the
 air.




What'’s the Scoop on Dr. Seuss?

Theodor Seuss Geisel, a.k.a. “Dr. Seuss”

‘Theodor Seuss Geisel, better known as the beloved Dr. Seuss was born in 1904.
He had a lifetime of great stories that have been known by all. In his career, he
has written and illustrated 44 children’s books, including Green Eggs and Ham,
and Oh, the Places You'll Go. His books have been published in more than

15 different languages. They have touched both young and old hearts around
the world. Dr. Seuss has been honored with two Academy awards, two Emmy
awards, a Peabody award and the Pulitzer Prize. His work has also provided
children’s television with eleven specials, and inspired a Broadway musical and
several feature-length motion pictures. His passion for cartooning has taken him
to places he never thought he would go. His lifetime of achievements has been
unprecedented, and the creativity and originality of his work has sparked the
imagination of all generations.

How many animals were in
the jungle? When the birds told them to leave, the 2 cats took 2 ducks and 1 turkey
with them. How many animals were in the jungle now?

'The other birds got scared and ran back to their nest. Now 4 chickens, 2 turkeys and
3 ducks came to the jungle to bring the snacks for the party and danced as they sampled the
treats. How many birds were dancing and eating snacks?

Right away, 3 cats came and tried to eat the snacks. How many animals were in the
jungle?

'The birds made them stop! Now the birds asked where their other bird friends were. The
cats pointed toward the cat mat and said they only took the birds so that they could teach them
how to dance. With that, the birds agreed to teach the cats to dance and invite them to the
jungle for a dance party if the cats returned all of their friends. The 3 cats left the jungle. How
many animals were left in the barn?

All of the cats came back right away with all of the captured birds. All of the animals

joined in to celebrate! How many animals attended the dance party in the jungle?

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Teacher Answer Key for Bird Ball and Story Problems

the dance and try to keep it secret from the cats.

They decided to decorate the jungle with popcorn streamers and straw
confetti. How many birds are decorating? {2-1=3}

When they finished decorating, they danced together to celebrate. Little did they know
that while they were dancing, a cat snuck into the jungle and took away one of the ducks. How
many birds in the barn? {3-1=2}

'The other birds got scared and ran back to their nest. How many birds in the jungle? {2-
2=0}

Three turkeys came to the jungle next along with 3 ducks to display their new dance
costumes. They danced around each other admiring each other’s colorful costumes. How many
birds are showing off costumes? {3+3=6}

Two cats snuck in and tried to join in the costume parade. How many animals in the
jungle? {6+2=8} When the birds told them to leave, the two cats took 2 ducks and 1 turkey with
them. How many animals in the jungle now? {8-3=5}

'The other birds got scared and ran back to their nest. Now 4 chickens, 2 turkeys, and
3 ducks came to the jungle to bring the snacks for the party and danced as they sampled the
treats. How many birds are dancing and eating snacks? {4+2+3=9]}

Right away, 3 cats came and tried to eat the snacks. How many animals in the
jungle? {9+3=12}

'The birds made them stop! Now the birds asked where their other bird friends were. The
cats pointed toward the cat mat and said they only took the birds so that they could teach them
to dance. With that the birds agreed to teach the cats to dance and invite them to the jungle for
a dance if they brought back all their friends. The 3 cats left the jungle. How many animals in
the barn? {12-3=9}

All of the cats came back right away with all of the captured birds. How many animals
attended the dance party in the jungle? {6x4=24]}

All the animals joined in for a celebration!

Reflecting on the Performance

Write a friendly letter - As a way to reflect on the play, ask your students to write the Young Auditorium staff
a letter. Our staff would love to hear what your students think about the Horizons productions they experi-
ence. For your convenience there is a letter template on the next page that is ready for you to reproduce for your
students. This activity will provide your students with the opportunity to practice their writing skills by writing
a critical evaluation of the Horizons performance for an authentic audience.

Write a Review - Create an idea map on the board by asking students to brainstorm everything they remem-
ber from the performance. The first part of this activity should be objective; remind students that they will be
able to express their opinions when the write the review. Prompt students with the following questions: What
kinds of songs did they sing? In what different ways did the actors use their voices? What costumes did the ac-
tors wear? How did the different characters move? What did the set on the stage look like? What else can you
remember?
- Instruct students to write a review that includes the following components:
1) A rating, out of five stars
2) One paragraph that objectively describes what you saw and heard at the performance
3) For each star in your rating, explain one thing you liked about the performance (e.g. a four star rating
equals four things you liked about the show)
4) For each star under five, explain one thing you didn’t like about the performance (e.g. a three star
rating equal two things you didn't like about the show)
5) Use at least two of the new vocabulary words from this study guide in your review
6) Use the stages of the writing process to produce your review: pre-writing, draft, review, revise, edit
7) Publish your work by sending it to Young Auditorium! (Use the address on the letter template on
the next page.) We would love to hear from you, and our education coordinator will write back!

FOR YOUR INFORMATION
(teachers & chaperones)

PLACE: All Horizons School Matinee Series performances will be held in Young Auditorium, on
the UW-W campus.

TIME: The doors of the auditorium will be opened 30 minutes prior to curtain time. Please ar-
range your schedule so the buses will arrive with time for seating and a bathroom stop. Late
arrivals will not be seated until there is an appropriate pause in the production.

BUSES: The east side of Lot 1 is reserved for buses that are staying for the duration of the
Horizon’s performance. Buses that are not staying will pull into Lot 2 and unload (and pick up)
their students. Please make sure that your bus driver receives the Bus Driver’'s Memo.

WHEELCHAIR: All entrances are wheelchair accessible. If you have upper level seats, use the
elevator. Main floor seats are on the same level as the lobby. Please inform us at least 4 weeks
in advance if you need wheelchair seating or any other special accommodations.

RESTROOM: Main floor men’s and women’s restrooms are located on each side of the auditori-
um. On the upper level, the women'’s restroom is on the south side and the men’s restroom is on
the north side of the building. Please try to limit your restroom visits to before or after the show.

SEATING: An auditorium escort has been assigned to your school. The escort will direct you to
your seats. All seats are reserved; thus each group must adhere to the seating assignment and
may use only the number of seats reserved. Please plan to have chaperones seated with the
students under their supervision. Chaperones - please do not bring infants/babies to the school
matinee performance.

After all the students and respective chaperones have been seated, please settle in and remain
seated during the entire show. No one should leave the hall until after the final curtain, except in
the case of emergency. Leaving during the performance is exceedingly distracting for both the
performers and members of the audience. If students must leave during the performance for any
reason, re-entry into the auditorium will be allowed only when there is an appropriate pause in
the program.

CAMERAS/ RECORDERS AND CELL PHONES: The use of cameras or recorders during any
performance is strictly forbidden. Please do not bring them to the program. Cell phones must be

turned off for the duration of the program. We encourage you to ask your students not to bring
cell phones with them to the theatre.

FOOD, drinks, and chewing gum are not permitted in the auditorium.

EMERGENCY: Please contact the nearest usher in case of emergency.




LOST ARTICLES: Report lost articles to the house manager, or call 262-472-4444.

EXITING: Please disperse in an orderly manner. Teachers and chaperones have the respon-
sibility of keeping their group together. Ushers are not assigned to oversee your exit from the
building.

BUS PICK-UP: Your bus pick-up will be the same place as the drop-off.

LUNCH: Local fast food establishments and restaurants, as well as UW-W campus dining (262-
472-1161) are happy to accommodate your group for lunch. Please make advanced arrange-
ments to promote efficient service.

LUNCH SPACE: Schools may request a place to eat their bag lunches. Young Auditorium can
accommodate a very limited number of people eating lunch picnic-style seated on the floor. This
must be scheduled in advance. You will receive an admission slip in the mail confirming lunch
space, which you must bring along with your lunches.

\We thank you, in advance, for cooperating in implementing these procedures, giving all audience
members the opportunity to sit back, relax, and enjoy the show.
