(1) Update course prefixes to JAPANESE to reflect prior curricular changes
(2) Add a new required course, ASIANSTD 210, Introduction to Asian Studies and reduce required units in Humanities & Social Science groups from 6 to 3 and increase Elective units in General Asian Studies Track from 6 to 9 because of adding ASIANSTD 210.

(3) Add two newly created courses as electives in Japanese Studies Track, ASIANSTD/ENGLISH 333, Japanese Literature   and  JAPANESE 301 Japanese Contemporary Issues Through the Lens of the Media
(4) Replace  JAPANESE 498 Independent Study with JAPANESE 499  Thesis in Japanese Studies

(5) Remove deleted course:  ASIANSTD/SOCIOLOGY 290   Sociology of Pacific Asia

3. Rationale:

All the changes are non-substantive “clean ups,” except adding the ASIANSTD 210 course requirement and adjusting group unit requirements within the General Asian Studies Track.  The ASIANSTD 210 course was created to expose a broad number of students to the general field of Asian Studies and to increase the uniformity in foundational knowledge among Asian Studies minors in the General Track.  All General Track minor students will now have the same basic background, and by reducing units in the two groups (Humanities and Social Sciences) and shifting required units to the Elective area, there will be fewer bottlenecks that sometimes occurred due to irregular course offerings.
