3. Rationale:

Emphasis was adopted on the premise that students could get a certain selection of courses officially recognized on their transcript as an emphasis at no cost to the department.  It is now the case that emphases within majors need to be supported with their own learning goals and assessment, creating a maintenance cost.  Existing faculty have no particular attachment to the emphasis, and only a handful of students (if any) have ever taken the emphasis.  Evidence suggests that, in fact, students are prone to dropping emphases prior to graduation as they can get a vanilla Econ degree with fewer credits.  Further, a change in regular course offerings would make it difficult for students to graduate with this emphasis in a timely and consistent manner.  Thus, the emphasis can be considered of low value to both faculty and students and not worth any maintenance cost and potentially problematic for students to complete.

4. Cost Implications:

No budgetary impact.  Deletion of the emphasis saves the department an anticipated increase in future program maintenance opportunity cost.
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
