2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

These will largely remain the same.  But we are putting an additional emphasis on the LEAP goals (Liberal Education & America’s Promise).
3. Rationale:  (1) As some courses cease to be offered and new courses are added by the various departments we need to alter our approved lists accordingly.  (2) In response to data received and conclusions made in our assessment exercise, we are proposing to restructure our basic requirement categories:  “Writing Skills” is now a required category and we have several new optional categories. (3) In planning for the future and staffing concerns, we are proposing a “Capstone in Liberal Studies” (with a required portfolio) and planning for the Senior Thesis to become an Honors Option.  (4) In response to assessment feedback, we are arranging the requirements in a more flexible way in order to guarantee timely graduation for our majors (this especially for our online majors).
