Students must maintain a 3.00 GPA overall and in the major to remain enrolled in and to graduate with these emphases.

Currently the language in the note above is unclear.  It potentially allows a student with a major GPA under 3.00 to declare the Emphasis but not “remain enrolled in” nor graduate with the emphasis.  The addition clarifies the 3.00 requirement in the major for declaration of the emphasis.
