Spanish American Readings II

Language study through reading and discussion in Spanish of selected works of the twentieth century. Emphasis on vocabulary acquisition.
Prereq: Spanish 321 or cons of instr.
TO: 
Introduction to the Literature of  Latin America II
Introductory-level study of representative 20th Century literary texts of Latin America with emphasis on vocabulary acquisition.
Prereq: SPANISH 321 and SPANISH 322, or SPANISH 320, or  consent of instructor.
II. Justification for action

The new title reflects the literary analysis that constitutes the major component of the course (which also includes extensive vocabulary acquisition). It also reflects the fact that no literature from Portugal is included in the curriculum.

      The new description is reflective of the extensive literary analysis component of the 
   
      course, where vocabulary acquisition is also a major component.


      Students who take Spanish 320 (Spanish for Spanish Speakers) often do not know 

      that they may take Spanish 334. They think that they have to take Spanish 321, as   

      stated  in the catalogue. Though the catalogue states “or equivalent or 

    
     
      consent of  instructor,” specifying “321, or 320, or equivalent, or consent of 


      instructor” will further clarify that this prerequisite has been satisfied for students 
                                                                 
      interested in taking Spanish 334 as well as for instructors teaching the course.
In addition, given the demands of an introductory literature course devoted to 
  
      literature written in a foreign language, students who are not native speakers of 
      Spanish need to have completed at least six hours (two courses) of advanced language       study prior to enrolling in said course.
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
