HOW IT WORKS

4 - We will schedule an interview with you 

5 - Staff will review your interview and candidacy 

6 - You are informed of the staff’s decision

7 - Meet with Matt Schneider to review your employment paperwork 

8 - You file your employment paperwork with Human Resources 

9 - Admin staff appoints you to a sport/activity and our employee software 

10 - You attend training meetings/clinics 

11 - You set your availability, get your uniform and affiliated items 

12 - You are scheduled and have a great time with IM Sports!
