Policy:  Online Course Fees at UW-Whitewater
Guidelines for Online Course Fees:
· A supplemental distance education fee
 may be approved for courses offered online or via other digital, interactive multimedia-based systems (e.g., compressed video, video conferencing).  

· A supplemental distance education fee can be charged for those online courses in which 75% or more of the traditional student contact hours are replaced with online instruction.

· Courses in which tuition rates are established using Service-Based Pricing
 or Distance Education Pricing Principles
 (in accordance with ACIS-5.4) are prohibited from charging a supplemental distance education fee.

·  The normal additional rate for this supplemental fee is $50 per credit (unit).  A larger fee may be proposed by the academic department sponsoring the course, and is subject to approval by the appropriate academic dean and the provost.

·  A supplemental course fee approval is requested by submitting a Distance Education Authorization Form (available at http://acadaff/uww/edu/).  This form must be signed (approved) by the department chair, academic dean, director of budget, and provost.

· A course must be pre-approved to charge the supplemental distance education fee before it can be listed in the Schedule of Classes.

· Students admitted to and enrolled in an online degree program may receive priority access for registration for certain online courses; students should check with the department offering the course for questions regarding registration for online courses.

· A portion of the supplemental distance education fees will be used to defray costs associated with the delivery of services provided by iCIT (8%) and the Library (2%). 

Departments/Colleges MAY use funds from the supplemental distance education fee for the following:


· Course development, preparation, and revision expenses
· Instructional overload payments 
· Course supplies and expenses
· Graduate assistant or student help
· Advertising
· Other costs, including administrative costs, at the discretion of the academic department and the dean
· Residual funds from the online course programs may be used to develop additional online courses, or, on the approval of the dean, other college or departmental needs
Final approval:  January 10, 2008
� UWS Board of Regents policy, approved June 9, 2001, defines Distance Education as follows:  “Distance Education is a planned teaching/learning experience in which teacher and students are separated by physical distance.  In distance education courses and programs, student-teacher interaction may occur and course materials may be delivered in an asynchronous or synchronous mode over a wide spectrum of existing and evolving media.”  Distinctions between Distance Education and Hybrid/Blended courses were presented to the UWS Board of Regents by Robert Kaleta, Learning Technology Center, University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee, at the March 6, 2003 meeting.  These distinctions are as follows:  Hybrid courses are:  NOT traditional ‘distance education’ courses—they are not entirely online; NOT simply traditional classes with a Web site—online time replaces some classroom time; NOT just transferring information to the Web—an extensive course redesign is involved.  Further, Time Out of Class is assessed by two criteria:  1) Students spend more time working individually and collaboratively on assignments, projects, and activities; and 2) Faculty spend less time lecturing and more time reviewing and evaluating student work and guiding and interacting with students.


� UWS Administration policies have further defined distance education course data for CDR coding purposes as follows:  Partial—Course section is a partially distance education course-section. Section is primarily (75% or more) delivered via distance education learning technologies but at least one class session is on campus.  Total—course section is a totally distance education course-section.  Section is totally (100%) delivered via distance learning technologies; no campus visits are required.
