1. Purpose of Articulation Agreement

4.3. Regardless of major, a minimum of 25% of the major course units must be completed at UW-W.

4.4, A minimum of 30 units of UW-W coursework is required to qualify for an undergraduate
degree, At least 15 of these 30 units must be taken at UW-W immediately prior to graduation.

4.5. The maximum number of credits that can be transferred from all two-year transfer institutions
to UW-Wis 72..

)5. Additional Conditions

5.1. Program to Program transfer courses/credits are accepted 6nly for the degree specified in this
agreement. A change of major invalidates these courses/credits for transfer unless they are
approved within some other Program to Program Articulation Agreement for a different major
at UW-W.

5.2. The UW-W and UW-P reserve the right to make policy and program changes, which could affect
the content of this agreement, due to changes in the curriculum or quality standards at either
institution.

5.3. This Articulation Agreement is effective spring 2022 and shall remain in effect for five years,
unless terminated or amended by either party with 90 days prior written notice.

5.4. The UW-W and UW-P agree to assist each other in appropriately promoting this agreement in
their respective marketing materials, events, websites, and reports.
