3. Rationale:

When a curricular change was put through in Fall 2012 to change the Asian Studies minor, removing the Japanese Studies track, the UNIQUE REQUIREMENT for the General Asian Studies track that became the minor was inadvertently stated as one-term of Asian language study.  Students in the General Asian Studies track had been taking one year of language study several years ago, coming from a recommendation in the Audit and Review process.
The new course Contemporary Chinese Society was approved but has not yet been included in the Minor.
4. Cost Implications:

No change because all students with the Minor are already completing the one year of an Asian language.
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
