2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The computer science minor builds a solid background in computing and related principles so that students emerge from the program equipped for both commercial employment and for advanced study. The minor is intended to provide sufficient foundation in the field to allow students to develop and refine computational solutions to problems they encounter in their major field(s) of study.
3. Rationale:

Adding COMPSCI 215 as an alternative to MATH 280 within the minor parallels similar changes that we are planning to implement in the Computer Science major, reducing the complexity of advising. Because COMPSCI 215 will provide a survey of the mathematical foundations of computer science without requiring a background in calculus as MATH 280 does, it may be of particular interest to Computer Science minors, who are not required to take any calculus courses for the minor.
The other changes are primarily meant to simplify the AAR for the minor. MCS 220 will be entirely replaced by COMPSCI 220 effective Fall 2014, and the former MCS 231 has already been replaced by COMPSCI 223. The AAR should reflect these changes.
