1. Exact description of request:

2. The request is made to reallocate three credits of field study as follows: CIGENRL/ESL 403, ESL Methods and Curriculum Development, would change from a three-credit course (currently without a field experience component) to a four-credit course, with a field experience component. In addition, CIFLD 492: Field Study would be reduced from three (3) credits to two (2) credits and renamed and renumbered. Elementary licensure candidates would take CIFLD 406: Field Study in ESL/Bilingual Education for Elementary and Middle School for two credits, while Secondary licensure candidates would take CIFLD 408: Field Study in Secondary ESL/Bilingual Education for two credits. This change would enable licensure candidates to gain practical field experience in ESL after the methods course at a credit load similar to other methods courses offered within the College of Education and Professional Studies (two credits).

3. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The College of Education and Professional Studies prepares the largest number of teachers among 33 state institutions and graduates more first-time certified teachers than any of the comprehensive schools in the University of Wisconsin System. Furthermore, the COEPS mission states, “The essential mission of the teacher education program at the University of Wisconsin-Whitewater is the preparation of effective teachers and other school personnel in order to meet the needs of diverse student populations in the public schools and in other educational settings throughout the state of Wisconsin.” Children for whom English is a second language constitute the fastest growing population of learners in Wisconsin and within the United States. Therefore, it is important for future teachers of English language learners to have field experiences carefully embedded into their program of study.
4. Rationale:

This change would enable licensure candidates to gain practical field experience during the methods course, a practice similar to other methods courses offered within the College of Education and Professional Studies. This change will also enable licensure candidates to more readily apply their educational training to educational contexts that they will face as teachers with ESL or ESL+Bilingual certification.
