Exact description of request:

(1) Update Emphasis by incorporating course changes (deleted and newly approved) the past several years.  

(2)  Remove courses in the College of Business & Economics that no student with the major has taken since the major was created and were not essential to the learning objectives of the emphasis.
(3) Remove Group 5A from the Sociology part of the Emphasis since it is automatically satisfied by courses in the Global-Comparative part and Group 5A only created confusion for students and advisors, and required many personalizations.

(5) Simplify organization of the Global-Comparative part and more closely align the organization of requirements with student learning objectives.
(6) Divide the large and diverse “Non-Western” section into three geographic-cultural areas, Asia, Latin American & Caribbean, Middle East & Africa to improve student learning to be able to see comparative distinctions across more global areas.
