Notes: For the Bachelor of Science degree requirements, students must complete a second lab science courses in addtion to the lab science cours-
es completed for the universtiy requirements.

Involvement in a 
club or activity will help you develop interpersonal skills and give you the opportunity to learn and practice leadership skills. This participation will look 
good on a resume or an application to graduate school. Additionally, students are encouraged to participate in Alpha Phi Sigma, the National Honor 
Society of Criminology Students.

Notes: You have the option to complete Sociology 493 Applied Sociology (internship), 494 Seminar in Sociology, or 498R Undergraduate Research 
to fulfill the experiential learning requirement in the major. All students must earn 120 credits to earn a bachelor’s degree and all requirements in this 
program can be completed in fewer than 120 credits. Most students have the opportunity to choose additional courses in the fourth year to expand 
skills, explore interests, or try something new.
Opportunities: LSINDP 399: Career Information in Letters and Sciences is a 1-credit course that focuses on career and graduate school oppor-
tunities; identifying skills, strengths, and work values; creating effective job search materials; developing a networking strategy; and planning for a 
successful post-graduation transition.
Planning for Graduation: Students are encouraged to apply for graduation one full semester prior to their intended graduation date. Information 
about commencement is on the Registrar’s Office website (http://www.uww.edu/registrar/graduation) and the application for graduation is available 
to students in the WINS Student Information System.
