Graduate Dean Fellowship Program

	Overview
	Graduate Dean Fellowships are designed to support exceptionally promising graduate students who, as undergraduates, have distinguished themselves by their superior academic ability and achievement (having established an undergraduate cumulative GPA of 3.5 or higher) and demonstrated unique potential to excel in one of UW-Whitewater’s graduate degree programs.  The Graduate Dean Fellowship is a competitive award for master’s students first admitted for fall term 2005.  Four (4) Graduate Dean Fellowships will be distributed, one to a graduate student in each of the four colleges.  Online MBA students are not eligible for this award.   

Dean’s Fellows are expected to be enrolled in a graduate program in “good standing” status and registered for at least nine (9), but no more than twelve (12) graduate credits each semester.   
Each fellowship will be awarded for the 2005-2006 academic year.  Each fellowship stands to be renewed for the 2006-2007 academic year contingent upon the availability of funding and approval by the Graduate Distribution Committee (based upon a review of the fellow’s academic performance and conduct).


	Compensation
	Graduate Dean Fellows will receive a stipend of $11,000 for the 2005-2006 academic year and will qualify for fringe benefits.  Regular incidental fees charged by the University (i.e., tuition, books, supplies, room and board) are paid by the student.  

Non-resident students will also qualify, when funds are available, for a remission of the non-resident portion of tuition costs for the corresponding time period (including the following summer session).   Fellows, however, may not accept supplementary awards or employment, including graduate assistantships during the period of the award.




	Application
	To apply for a Graduate Dean Fellowship, the following items must be completed and submitted: 

· the (attached) application for a Graduate Dean Fellowship; 
· a Graduate Dean Fellowship Recommendation Form from an individual familiar with the academic history and potential of the applicant for advanced study (preferably a professor); and 
· students who have not already been admitted to a degree program must complete and return an application for admission to the School of Graduate Studies—applications cannot be processed until an official copy of each undergraduate and graduate transcript and the $45 non-refundable admission application fee have been received by the School of Graduate Studies. 


	Deadline
	Completed applications should reach the School of Graduate Studies (2015 Roseman) by 4:30 pm on Friday, 25 February 2005 for consideration.  Recipients will be notified in writing and issued a contract letter approximately three to five weeks after the application deadline.  



	Conditions
	The School of Graduate Studies is authorized by the Board of Regents of the University of Wisconsin System to award graduate fellowships to selected full-time graduate students.  Such awards, fringe benefits and nonresident fee remissions are conditional upon legislative appropriation of the funds for these programs.  

All terms and conditions above are subject to change without notice.  Final decisions as to the awarding of fellowships are made by authorized officials of the University.
