FROM: History 452: Medieval Civilization

TO: History 354: Medieval Europe

II. Justification for action

   The term “civilization” is not accurate for the description of the course content. The Middle Ages was not a “civilization” but a broad chronological period of time. Furthermore, there are other non-European regions that had a “Middle Age” or “medieval” period, such as China and India. The title “Medieval Europe” would present a more accurate description of the course content.


This course had been designated a 400 level course in the past; yet, current course offerings at the 400 level in the Department of History are topical/thematic courses, not chronological surveys. Such chronological surveys are numbered at the 100 and 300 levels.  Since Medieval Europe is a more focused survey than Western Civilization (100-level survey), it is more appropriate to designate Medieval Europe a 300-level course, not a 100- or 400-level course.
